Settled by the Perkins family in the 1750s, the
Homestead consists of an 1837 Brick House, ell, |
and barn on 57 acres. The land features
woodland and fields, rernains of earlier dwell-
ing sites, 2.8 miles of stone walls, and remnants
of the family’s 19th century brickyard.
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
